ARMED ROBBERY TRIO CAPTURED 
New Bedford, Massachusetts – Just after midnight on Tuesday, December 5, 2007, New Bedford Police Major 
Crimes Detective Andrew Simmons arrested  Jonathan O’BERG (6-7-1987) of  Edmonton, Kentucky; Joshua 
DASILVA (2/25/1989); and Adam SIMMONS (4/8/1989), both of New Bedford, and charged them with (5) 
armed robberies committed in New Bedford.  Based on Detective Simmons’ investigation, the defendants were 
also charged with (2) armed robberies committed in the neighboring town of Dartmouth by the Dartmouth 
Police Department. 
 
During a 2 ½ week period from November 16, 2007 through December 2, 2007, O’BERG, DASILVA, and 
SIMMONS robbed the following businesses:

New Bedford Police Major Crimes Detective Andrew Simmons was able to determine that the three defendants 
conspired to rob the various businesses, all playing a different role at one time or another.  As soon as he had 
developed probable cause to link O’BERG, DASILVA and SIMMONS to the above crimes, Detective 
Simmons along with assisting detectives from the New Bedford Police Major Crimes Unit went on a manhunt 
for the three defendants Tuesday night and captured all of them just before midnight.  
 
In addition to arresting the three defendants, Detective Simmons gathered even more evidence against them 
including: statements; clothing; and even some of the knives used by them in the robberies.  After interviewing 
the (3) defendants, Detective Simmons charged them as follows: 
 

Jonathan O’BERG (DOB: 6/7/1987) 
 
1)  Armed Robbery While Masked      (5 counts) 
2)  Confining / Placing In Fear For The Purpose Of Stealing  (6 counts)

Joshua DASILVA (DOB: 2/25/1989)

O’BERG, DASILVA and SIMMONS were arraigned today in New Bedford 3rd District Court and were 
ordered held on bail as follows: 
 
O’BERG:   $50,000 per robbery x (7) robberies = $350,000 CASH BAIL 
 
DASILVA: $25,000 per robbery x (6) robberies = $150,000 CASH BAIL 
 
SIMMONS: $25,000 per robbery x (3) robberies =   $75,000 CASH BAIL  
 

The outstanding work by New Bedford Police Major Crimes Detective Andrew Simmons and his colleagues 
resulted in (3) very dangerous alleged criminals being taken off the streets of the Greater New Bedford Area 
and marks the end of their three-man, armed crime. 
 
The New Bedford Police Department is continuing to investigate other robberies to determine what if any 
knowledge and/or involvement these defendants may have had.  As always, the New Bedford Police
