Mr. Barney reported:  
 
The second attempt by International Parallel (111-150) to have its continuing Appellate Tax Board case heard 
was denied by the ATB. The court ruling that it already adjudicated the matter through the decision 
promulgated from the earlier dismissal motion session and there will be no further hearings on the matter  
 
The Darwin Holdings ATB Settlement Offers were accepted, and the abatements granted according to the vote 
of the Board. Except for the Verizon cases filed in every Massachusetts jurisdiction, there are no more Fiscal 
2012 ATB cases pending.  
 
The Board voted to abate $5,637.76 (in Tax only) on 31-288 as granted by the Department of Revenue under 
Chapter 58 section 8, for the land acquired by the Massachusetts Clean Energy Technology Center last March. 
 
Mr. Amado and I will be meeting with representatives from Allegheny-Ludlum to discuss their personal 
property issues next Monday. Apparently the corporation, as an LLC, has now become a potentially taxable 
entity for Personal Property.  (Board briefly discussed the taxation of manufacturing corporations in 
Massachusetts).
