New Bedford, Massachusetts- The New Bedford Council on Aging Photo ID Program has moved 
from 560 Pleasant St. to the Council on Aging Administrative Offices, effective immediately.   
 
The Council on Aging Administrative Offices are located at 181 Hillman Street, Building #9 on the 
first floor (the old VOKE School). Photo ID services are available Monday through Friday from 
9:00am to 3:00pm. Anyone seeking a Photo ID must present two forms of identification, e.g., 
passport, birth certificate, State ID, Social Security Card, or Medicare Card, and proof of residency, 
e.g., a utility bill or correspondence displaying your name and address. A $5.00 fee applies for each 
ID required.
