As well as 

behind-the-scenes sites such as the press box and broadcast booth, see iconic features of the stadium, like Pesky’s 

Pole, Fenway Park’s right-field foul pole. The pole is named after Johnny Pesky who played for Red Sox over a 

decade-long period. 

 

See the towering left-field wall known as the Green Monster, and hear how it’s become a popular target for base-

ball’s right-handed hitters. The wall is one of the highest in Major League Baseball fields, making it legendary for 

preventing home runs and line drives.
