In addition to free airplane rides, visitors will be able to meet representatives from the airport,
see a variety of remote control aircraft on display, enjoy the aviation playground, and check out a
small gathering of static display aircraft belonging to various EAA pilots from around the region.
The event will be located at Colonial Air, 1605 Airport Rd., New Bedford, MA 02746, and will
be held on Saturday May 16™, from 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. with a rain date of Sunday, May 17.
